Small Scale Plantations
managed by individuals, or a group of farmers
can diversify crop production by planting
multipurpose tree species that can provide
valuable goods such as poles, fuel wood,
non-timber forest products and

timber for home use or for sale.

Larger Mixed Species Plantations
are complicated to establish and manage, but
evidence suggests that properly designed mixtures
can have significant advantages over monocultures
related to lower susceptibility to pests or disease,

increased productivity, and financial security.

Assisted Natural Regeneration

based on the ecological principles of community
succession using natural seedlings can be
implemented for one-third of the cost of

conventional reforestation.

The Framework Species Method
indicates that the cultivation of 20-30 native trees
which produce bird despersing fruits can serve to
restore native rainforests with 80 different species

within 6-10 years.
